Message from the Director of Research

Since the Clean Air Partnership (CAP) was created more than a decade
ago, we have worked with municipalities and other partners on policies
and programs to reduce air pollution and greenhouse gas emissions
and to lessen the impacts of climate change. About five years ago, we
also began working with our partners on climate change adaptation i
taking action to reduce the impacts that are now unavoidable.

Ontario communities are already feeling the effects of climate change.
Temperatures have increased across the province; rain and snowfall
patterns have become less predictable; storms appear to be on the
increase. Intense rainfalls are causing frequent floods; tornadoes have
occurred in communities that did not experience them previously;
insect pests are overwintering in gre
department has produced several acclaimed studies aimed at helping
municipalities assess their exposure to climate change risks and plan

to reduce them. We have also advised the Federation of Municipalities, the City of Toronto, ICLEI
Canada, and other organizations on adaptation programs.

CAP has developed a number of Climate Change Adaptation programs and projects:
Municipal Adaptation Training Program, Community Adaptation Initiative and Creating Cool
Communities Ontario. More information is found below.

Municipal Adaptation Training Program

CAP is a member of the Ontario Regional Adaptation Collaborative, a program funded by Natural
Resources Canada and the Ontario Ministry of the Environment. CAP is developing an intensive
training program for municipal staff on
climate change adaptation. The training
will be offered in four different regions

of the province, starting in April 2011.

Community Adaptation Initiative

The Community Adaptation Initiative is a joint program of Clean Air Partnership and the Ontario
Centre for Climate Impacts and Adaptation Resources, funded by the Government of Ontario. It is
designed to help Ontario communities adapt to the effects of climate change by developing and
distributing informative resources and hosting events to build knowledge and partnerships within
communities. The resources available will include:

§ Workshops: To build capacity in Ontariobs Northern and
§ Citizen Forums: To engage the general public on climate change impacts and adaptation.
§ Videos: To share examples of simple

actions Ontario communities are taking
to adapt to climate change.

§ Case Studies:  To explore in-depth
examples of promising adaptation
activities in Ontario communities.

§ Web -Based Resources:

To disseminate important information,
including factsheets, climate trend
data, best practices, and climate
science bulletins.

§ Webinars: To build adaptive capacity among members of professional associations.

Expert -led Technical Workshops: To prepare stakeholders for planning to reduce the urban
impacts of climate change.

Urban areas are usually several degrees warmer than their A

rural surroundings i a phenomenon called the urban heat '
island . Urban areas i which tend to have greater amounts c 0 nTO rI O
of concrete and asphalt, and fewer trees, vegetation and

surface waters i absorb greater amounts of solar energy CREATING COOL COMMUNITIES

than rural or natural environments.

For people living in urban areas, high summer
temperatures can bring discomfort and can aggravate
heart and breathing problems. High temperatures also
raise energy bills for those with air conditioning and can
impact communities by increasing peak energy demand,
air pollution levels and heat-related illness and deaths.
As climate change progresses, these problems could
become much worse.

There are many things that we can do to reduce heat

in urban areas. C30ntario is a CAP pilot project funded by
the Government of Ontario in three Ontario communities
to encourage homeowners to adopt simple passive cooling
measures that can lower indoor air temperatures during
the summer months, including cool roofs, cool pavements
and shade trees and vegetation. CAP has produced a guidebook to help homeowners interested
in learning more about this.

First Nation in developing the first joint Aboriginal and
Community owned wind project in Canada, while Mr.
Jacobs spoke of his work with Walpole Island First Nation,
one of the first native communities in Canada to take
leadership in the field of environment and sustainable
devel opment .
